4. Foreword

This electric tacker is designed for moulding, hobbies, and most other jobs requiring a hammer. Its well balanced, ergonomic, comfort non-slip
cushioned grip and heavy duty driving up to 35mm nails ensure you a satisfactory tackle and enjoy work. Which equipped with protective shoe
prevents damage to soft surfaces, features long protruding nose to nail/staple into tight corners/grooves, easy loading alum. extrusion magazine
are exactly what master needed.

Loading instructions:

1. Disconnect power source.

2. Unlock the magazine by releasing latch in the back, and slid-open the magazine.

3. Load selected nail strip (nail points facing downwards) into the track of the magazine-the head of he nail can go above and
below the locating rails.

4. Push the track back until release latch clicks. (A click sound from the latch indicates it has been locked properly.)

1. Turn the power switch in “OFF” position (O).

2. Plug tool into 220-240V~50Hz power outlet.

3. Grip the tool firmly and hold against work piece.
4. Turn the power switch in “ON” position.

5. Press the safety yoke hard enough to activate trigger.




6. If necessary, place plam of free hand on top of the tool to achieve better peetration.

7. Always disconnect the tacker from the power supply after use.

8. Penetration adjustment
Turn adjusting knob left to lower (A)
And right to raise (B).

8. Clearance of jamming|

In the event of malfunctions caused by jammed staples or nails proceed as follows :

1. Disconnect main plug.

2. Release latch and slide open the magazine.

3. Grad jammed fasteners with pliers and remove.

Disconnect main plug and unload the magazine.

Clean the magazine space, guide plate and other active parts with a jet of compressed air.

It is recommended to put one drop of machine oil on the driver slide area. Do not lubricate the internal parts of the tacker.

Never use solvent or other liquids in cleaning this tool.

Do not use or keep the tacker in wet or dusty locations.

Do not disassembile or alter the tacker. All defective or non-working machines should be repaired only by fully trained technician.
